The Akron offense was impressive from three-point land, pouring in eight threes on 20 attempts. Young
hit three treys for the Zips in the contest.

Akron forced 22 Milwaukee turnovers while committing 17 themselves in Sunday's game. The Zips
turned tAhkose takeaways into 34 points on the offensive’end of the floor. Young's three steals led the
way for Akron.

Junjor guard Antino Jackson (Houston, Texas) earned the Barry Kobren Most Valuable Player Award for
leadingthe Zips to their second tournament title, while senior'center Isaiah Johnson (Cincinnati, Ohio
was named to the Sun Bow! All-Tournament Team. In addition, 13th-)(ear.head coach Keith Dambro
recorded his 288th victory at Akron, tying former head coach Russell Beichly (1941-59) as the win-
ning-est coach in program history.

Jackson used two stellar performances to lead the Zips at the Sun Bow| Invitational, scoring a ca-
reer-high 23 points on Wednesday against UC Irvine and followgd with 13 points, six assists and four
re%%unds |rt1 theffmalke, Against UMES, he shot 5-0f-12 from the field with three long distance buckets
in 32 minutes of work.

For the tournament, Jackson Iog(t;ed 59 minutes, averaging 18 points per game on 56.5 percent shoot-
ing from the field (13-0f-23) that included a 50.0 percent effort from beyand the 3-point arc (6-0f-12).

collegiate athletics belongs to The
University of Akron.

e Originally Zippers, athletic director
Kenneth “Red” Cochrane officially
shortened the nickname to the Zips in
1950. Twenty-five years earlier a campus-
wide contest had been conducted to
choose a nickname for the University's
athletics teams.

e Suggestions submitted by students,
faculty, and alumniincluded GoldenBlue
Devils, Tip Toppers, Rubbernecks,
Hillbillies, Kangaroos, and Cheveliers.

e The winner, freshman Margaret Hamlin,

received a prize of $10 for Zipdpers, a $6
a

pair of rubber overshoes and a brand
name of the BF Goodrich Company.

e The evolution of Zipf)y, UA's mascot,
began 40 years ago when the student
council decided the University needed a
mascot.

e "Zippy" the kangaroo was officially
declared the school’s mascot on May 1,
1953. The first known printed reference
to the mascot as "Zippy" was a 1965 Zip
football press brochure. The Buchtelite's
first use of the name "Zippy" came Sept.
24,1965, in an identification of a photo
of the cheerleaders listing “Mascot -
'Zippy' - Charles Huettner."

GROCE DEBUTS WITH A WIN

Zips' head coach John Groce has spent over two
decades on the sidelines of a basketball court as a
coach and enters his 18th season as the lead man,
and eighth at Akron. On April 6, 2017, Groce was
named the 22nd head coach in Akron Basketball
history.

On Nov. 11,2017, Groce and the Zips accom-
plished something that has only been done 10
times in Akron’s history, debuting a coaching
career with a win. Akron defeated Cleveland State
67-57 in Groce's Akron coaching debut to become
the first coach since the 1984-85 season to win
their initial game.

In fact, the last coach to start his Akron career
with a win was Bob Hug?ins during the 1984-85
season against Western Illinois, 64-57. Prior to
Huggins, six coaches were unsuccessful in accom-
plishing that feat since Thomas Dowler did so in
1939-40 against Franklin, 34-25.
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HOME SWEET HOME

The Zips own a 475-135 (.778) all-time record at the
James A. Rhodes Arena. In the last 17 seasons, Akron
has posted a 271-40 (.871Lrecord at the JAR. The Zips
recorded a 13-1 record at the JAR last season and had
won their last 16 home games dating back to the 2022-
23 season before falling to EMU on March 5, 2024.

Under coach Groce, Akron is 93-15 (.859) at home, The

In2023-24, Groce led his squad to a Mid-American Conference Tournament Cham-
gionship behind a 24-11 overall record and 13-5 conference record, the first since

022. Defeating rival Kent State (62-61) in the MAC Championship %ame, the Zips
advanced to the NCAATournament where they played Creig?hton in the First Round
in Pittsburgh, Pa. Enrique Freeman was named the MAC Player of The Year, an All-
MAC First Team and All-MAC defensive team selection while Ali Ali was named to
the All-MAC First Team and Greg Tribble was named to the All-MAC Defensive Team
and Honorable Mention All-MAC.

Under Groce's guidance, Freeman became the first Zip selected in the modern two-
round NBA Draft era and the first since 1987. Freeman was named an honorable
mention All-American by the Associated Press while being named a top-five
finalist for the Karl Malone Award, a finalist for the Lou Henson National Player of
the Year Award along with being named to the Oscar Robertson All-American list.

The 2022-23 season saw Groce lead the Zips to a third-place finish in the
MAC where they eventually fell to Kent State in the semifinals. The Zips finished
the season witha 22-11 ovérall record, a 13-5 conference record, and a 15-1 record
at home. Akron saw Xavier Castaneda and Enrique Freeman named to the All-MAC
First Team while Greg Tribble and Freeman were named to the ALL-MAC Defensive
Team. Freeman was also a Kar Malone Award Top 10 nomination.

In 2022, The University of Akron basketball rc(Jjgram claimed the 2022 MAC Men's
Basketball Tournament Championship and advanced to the 2022 NCAA Tourna-
ment for the fifth time in program history. Akron entered the NCAA Tournament as
a No. 13 seed and played against the No. 4 seed UCLA Bruins in the First Round of
the East Region at the Moda Center in Portland, Oregon on March 17, 2022. The
Zips fell 57-53. Akron won eight consecutive games entering the NCAA Tourna-
ment, including the last five regular season games and the three MACTournament
galmes. The|Zips finished the season with a 24-10 overall record and 14-6 record
in league play.

In 2020, the Zips matched the best reqular season record in program history at 24-
7. Groce led the Zips to five consecutive Mid-American Conference Tournaments,
earing the No. 4 seed and defeating fifth-seeded Buffalo (70-68) in the quarter-
final round, top-seeded Toledo (70-62) in the semifinal round and second-seeded
Kent State (75-55) in the finals. Akron earned No. 1 seed in 2020 - the 2020 MAC
Tournament was canceled due to the COVID-19 pandemic.

During his 27-year coaching career, he has helped coach teams to 19 postseason
appearances in 24 opportunities, including six regular season conference champi-
onships, eight conference tournament championships, a National Runner-up, an
Elite 8, an NCAA Sweet 16 and seven Round of 32 appearances. Over 27 years his
teams have not only shown consistent success on the court but have demonstrated
sustained excellence in the classroom as well.

Prior to joining the Zips, Groce was head men’s basketball coach at the University
of lllinois for five seasons. During his tenure at Illinois, he led the Illini to an aver-
age of 19 wins per season along with postseason appearances in four of his five
years in Champaign, owning a 95-75 record.
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He arrived at lllinois after four seasons as head coach at Ohio
University, where he led the Bobcats to an 85-56 overall re-
cord as well as Mid-American Conference Tournament titles
and NCAATournament appearances in 2010 and 2012. Groce
;[)ursued building a championship program in all phases.
here were signature wins on the court, player development
improvements, recruiting success, and achievement in the
classroom as well.

Ohio was the story of the 2012 Tournament, advancing to
the Sweet 16 as a No. 13 seed with victories over No. 4 seed
Michigan followed b¥ No. 12 seed South Florida. The Bobcats
made a strong push for the Elite Eight before falling to No. 1
seed North Carolina in overtime in'the regional semifinal. It
marked just the second time in Ohio’s school history and first
since 1964 that the Bobcats won multiple games inthe NCAA
Tournament. Ohio finished the 2012 season with a school-re-
cord 29 wins and was known for its pressure defense, ranking
second nationally in turnover percentage and third in steals
percentage.

Ohio also made noise in the 2010 postseason. Playing in
the school's first NCAA Tournament game in five seasons,
the Bobcats received a No. 14 seed and defeated No. 3 seed
Georgetown. With the 2010 and 2012 NCAA performances,
Ohio became just the sixth school ever to win Tournament
games as both a 13 and 14 seed.

Groce earned his first head-coachingd'ob at Ohio followin
four seasons on Thad Matta's staff af Ohio State from 2005-
08, the first two as assistant coach and last two as associate
head coach. During Groce's time in Columbus the Buckeyes
amassed a record of 105-35, advanced to the NCAA Cham-
gionship game in 2007 and second round in 2006, claimed
